BUS TICKETS - McNARY SCHOOL BUS RULES

1. The bus driver is in charge, will inform student on how to conduct themselves on the
bus, and provide instructions which must be followed.

2. Remain seated throughout the trip, aisle is to be kept clear of feet, or other body parts.

3. Do notyell, scream, push, hit, wrestle, or intentionally touch another student(s) while
on the bus. Noise must be kept at a reasonable level while bus is enroute.

4. Use of Personal electronic devices, i.e. cell phone, tablets, MP3 players, iPods, and
electronic games are not permitted at school or on the bus.

. There will be no eating, drinking, chewing gum allowed on the bus. Absolutely no
sunflower seeds on the bus.

6. No snow allowed on the bus.
7. Do not throw anything while on the bus, or at the bus while waiting at the bus stop.

8. Remain seated before coming to your bus stop, until the bus has come to a complete
stop.

9. No playing, pushing or shoving at the bus stop.
10. No vulgar or profane language, gestures or harassment.

11. Students waiting to board the bus should stand at a safe distance, and wait until the bus
has come to a complete stop.

12. District behavioral guidelines apply on all buses, including while on games or field trips.

The Blackboard Connect instant telephone messaging system will also be used to phone
McNary families regarding Snow Day, late starts and other school activities!

MecNary School has (4) Snow Days built into each calendar year. School staff will select
dates that unused Snow Days will be taken. This will occur after standardized tests have

been administered in April.
Lost/Missing Libr Books orts Uniforms & Cafeteria Charges:

Due to the rising cost of school materials, McNary Elementary School requires parents to
pay for lost library books and sports uniforms. This is a standard policy in other school
districts, and will apply to our students as they move to the high school level. We also
maintain a list of cafeteria charges that are owed. The school office & library will
communicate with parents regarding these  fees. All charges must be cleared, in order
for students to receive their end of the year report cards. 8t graders must pay all charges
in order to participate in the Promotion Ceremony.

McNary Elementary School Governing Board Meetings

The McNary School Governing Board is scheduled to hold their regular meetings in Room
#403 on the first Wednesday of each month at 5:30 p.m. These meetings are open to the
public. Any individual who wishes to address the Board must obtain a special form from the
school Business/Personnel Manager, and return the completed form to her a minimum of 24
hours prior to the meeting. This permits the individual a time limit of (3) minutes to

address the Board.



McNARY ELEMENTARY SCHOOL PROGRAMS

McNary Elementary School offers programs above and beyond the basic subjects. The
following is a description of these offerings:

SPECIAL EDUCATION

McNary Elementary School offers a comprehensive Special Education program.

Our services are provided by a licensed and certified staff, which include (2) Special
Education teachers, a Speech/Language Pathologist, Occupational Therapist, Physical
Therapist and a School Psychologist for testing.

TECHNOLOGY

McNary Elementary School has a technology lab which offers bi-weekly computer
instruction for students in grades K-8. In addition, each K-8 classroom has 2-3 student
computers. The Computer Lab is available on Fridays for K-8 teachers to use for classroom
sessions for Internet, desktop publishing, projects, and testing.

Some computer class assignments and projects will utilize the Internet, and Arizona State
Standardized testing and the ECAP program are also required. Parents must complete a
permission form which is included in the student registration packet, in order for their
child to access the Internet. Please note that Internet use by students is strictly monitored
by the computer lab teacher.

Each K-8 classroom is also equipped with a SMART Board and document camera.

LIBRARY CLASSES

All K-8 classrooms will attend Library classes twice each week for 40 minute sessions.
Students will participate in the Accelerated Reader program, as well and do book reports
and other reading and writing activities to supplement the ELA (English Language Arts)
Standards.



ONE STEP BEYOND - GIFTED PROGRAM

Students in grades K-8 identified as gifted will be provided with opportunities for extended
learning activities in an inclusion format in the regular classroom.

ACADEMIC INTERVENTION PROGRAM

Students identified as at-risk in Reading and/or Math are provided with individualized or
small group tutoring to improve specific skills.

COUNSELING

White Mountain Apache Behavioral Health has a center located on the McNary Elementary
School campus. While McNary School students may be seen by ABHS staff in the event of
emergency, regular student counseling appointments need to take place after school hours,
to ensure that students are not removed from class during important instructional time. A
school psychologist will be at McNary Elementary School once a week to provide services
for students as needed.

STUDENT RECOGNITION PROGRAM

Students are recognized for various achievements at our quarterly awards assemblies.
Categories for awards include: Student of the Quarter, Most Improved, Citizenship, Effort
and Perfect Attendance. Students in grades 1 -8 may also earn Honor Roll (All A’s and B’s)
and Principal’s Honor Roll (All A’s). A list of Honor Roll students is submitted for
publication in the White Mountain Independent and the Fort Apache Scout newspapers. In
addition, the school librarian provides reading awards to students.

All student awards assemblies take place in the Multipurpose Room on the first Friday
morning of the quarter. Parents whose children have earned an award are invited to
attend through special printed invitation or telephone call, to watch their child being
presented with awards. All McNary Elementary School parents are encouraged to attend
these assemblies!

A Bicycle Drawing for good attendance is held at quarterly assemblies. Students receive a
ticket for (2) or less excused absences (2) or less excused tardies and perfect attendance
each month. These tickets are placed in the drawing, and one ticket is chosen at the
assembly. The winning student is taken to Wal-Mart where they may select a bicycle, not
to exceed $125. A drawing for (2) $50.00 Wal-Mart gift cards will also be held for the
students in grades 1-8 who make Honor Roll, with (1) $50.00 gift card drawing for students
who make the Principal’s list.



CAFETERIA PROGRAM

Breakfast is available to all McNary students at 7:30 a.m. every morning. A hot
lunch is served every day from 11:00 a.m. to 12:00 in the school cafeteria. Milk is
served at all meals. Applications for free or reduced lunches are available at the
school office. Lunches may be purchased by the day, week, month, or for longer

periods of time.

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STUDENT WELLNESS POLICY

The following are guidelines from the policy:

Meals served during the normal scheol day and Summer Food
Program will comply with federal guidelines and the Arizona Nutrition
Standards.

Only whole grain products, low-fat and fat-free dairy pfoducts will be
offered during the school day.

Only snacks and concession items meeting the Arizona Nutritional Standards
may be offered, and sold by the Student Council during regular school hours.

Each classroom may have only (1) party/celebration per month,
in which foods not included on the approved foods list may be served.
